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	 Elephant seals are remarkable marine mammals that migrate farther 
than any other mammal in the world, traveling up to 13,000 miles in one 
year. They are also the only mammal that migrates twice annually. Adult 
males can grow to over 14 feet long and weigh up to 4,500 pounds.
